· Tim stated that there would be GIT-specific things to define, especially in the technology areas.  Tim also said that it would be OK for this committee to bounce around in the Information Domain, but not to get into other domains (for example, Infrastructure).  Tim pointed out that it would be important to know the scope of the other domains, especially the Application domain.

· Mark stated that there is a need to mainstream GIT into IT and pointed out that this committee was appointed by ITAB

· It was decided to look at the Boundary Statement at the next meeting (after reviewing the Domain definitions).

· Keeping the three disciplines defined by the ARC was questioned; question was tabled until next meeting.









Action Items






· Domain Definitions – The committee will review the definitions of the other Domains and Disciplines and be prepared to define the Information Domain’s Boundary Statement at the next meeting.
· Information Domain Definition – The committee will review the definition developed during this meeting for the Information Domain and bring any recommendations for modification to the next meeting.
· Technology Scan – Each committee member will conduct an informal technology scan at their agency and contribute a list of products at next meeting to aid in development of Technology Areas.
