Cartography

· Jeff Schloss stated that this has more to do with standards than a separate Technology Area.  He recommended setting Cartography aside for now and coming back to it if there are any specific products identified.

· Karla suggested that it might be dealt with as a Compliance Component for GIS, which is the Technology Area for Mapping.

GIS was defined as the software that processes the data from Remote Sensing, GPS, etc.  The OnStar system was cited as an example of GPS, i.e. this is where you are right now.  Then GIS would identify “here’s the nearest wrecker service and here’s how they can get from where they are to where you are”.
