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Communications and Updates

Communications from the Architecture Office (Presented by Tim Haithcoat)

· They want acronyms to be explained the first time, for example, Geographic Information Systems (GIS).

· They want the keywords on the inside of the document.

· Discussed the local government review, including the fit matrix and global criteria.  They liked the spreadsheet idea, and they would not touch on the MoDOT process.  How does the local government review benefit them?

Communications from the Domain Committee Chair (Presented by Tim Haithcoat)

· Tim met with MoDOT recently to discuss their interest in launching an Information Domain with a focus on GIT.  MoDOT has identified a need to have GIT transportation standards in place prior to a major development effort currently scheduled to being in Jan 04.  At this point in time it is yet uncertain as to how these efforts will interact with this particular domain committee however, it is anticipated that MoDOT will reuse, wherever possible, the artifacts already created by this domain team.  It is expected that MoDOT’s needs for specific standards and compliance components will also cause a shift in priority to the planned work for this domain team until the end of the year.  This domain also hopes to leverage, and reuse where possible, the artifacts that will be created by MoDOT’s domain team.

It was also discussed that Sonny  S. should be made an ex officio member of the Committee.  Tim will discuss these items with the involved parties prior to the next meeting.

· Upcoming meeting schedules were discussed and Tannia offered to anyone who wanted to participate in the DBA meetings that they were free to do so.  Tony S. expressed interest in sending someone from the Columbia office. 









Architecture Blueprint Items






GIS – Jeff Haney

· He has given the team a month for review of the software, Nov. 19 is the day set.  The software being jointly evaluated is ArcGIS and ArcView.  Jeff H. is reviewing Autodesk.  Ryan L. is reviewing Intergraph, Debbie is reviewing MapInfo, and Greg is reviewing Smallworld and Bentley.  The majority of the products are 4’s and it is going good.

GPS – Arnold Williams

· No report. 

IIMS – Tim Haithcoat, Jeff Schloss, and Tannia Dobbins

· Went through and wrote comments on many of the Globals from the Fit Matrix.  He generated questions for discussion within the OIT / ARC process.  Team is that 3 of the 5 people have completed their research for the first phase.  The final two people have plans to complete it in the next few weeks.  Once completed  they are going to start developing the product templates.  Tannia stated that she could get some samples from MoDOT in terms of what a completed Product template looks like.  It was stated to not send all of the templates from the GIS team and the IIMS team all at once.  

· There was a big list of products that did not make the initial cut for inclusion into the fit matrix.  This listing and the reason for exclusion will be captured and represented within the Fit Matrix.

· It was also proposed that a hyperlink should be included on the Technology Area template that would take you to the fit matrix for the technology, or if a new worksheet should be created for the products evaluation log.  On the first page of the Fit Matrix, mention that there is another worksheet.

· Scott W. discussed his desire for the documentation to show as much information as possible so that it would help people decide what product they need; lower it from ‘200 products’ to only a ‘few’.  Also it should be documented why products did not work in the fit matrix.

· If there are local training sites it should be put in the fit matrix or in the product template.

Questions regarding global business items.

· Availability such as the hours of operation, is more dependent on servers.

· FAQ, Self Help, instant mentoring should have a description

· Help desk incident tracking across agencies, GWI a precursor to what has been done.  If anyone has had an IIMS question, they could go and look.  If the product has books, on-line help, a default value should be put in the matrix for the product.  Use color values for the default.  If the product has been reviewed , and tech. support is bad, they get a value of 1.  Put it in black to show it is not a default.

· Provides for multi-channel access such as phones, etc. depends on communication infrastructure.  Jeff stated that he would look at it again.

· Provides for multi-lingual access such as Spanish, is not happening at the map level.  Will keep it and assign defaults.

· Jeff S. brought up many questions about local and global criteria that were included.  These questions will be forwarded to the OIT Architecture Office.

Geospatial Metadata – Tim Haithcoat

· Pam will be the TA lead for this area.

Geospatial Data Development Standards – Tim Haithcoat

· Tim has a couple of drafts, and will send them out next week.

Remote Sensing – Tim Haithcoat

· The NASA grant is in process but has not been finalized.  Once finalized work on this Technology Area will proceed. 

CADD – Tim Haithcoat

· Tim received information from an individual about the perception of the Architecture meetings in which they stated that they did not want to participate.  Tim was going to meet with this individual and try to clear any misconception.

· It was mentioned that market-wise CADD is adding a GIS component as well as GIS is adding a CADD translator.
