Reviewed Action Items

Technology Areas / Technology Scan

Jeff Schloss questioned whether Imaging should be kept as a Technology Area or was it getting into Workflow.  Tim responded that it wasn’t be covered anywhere else in the architecture and that this would ensure that the GIT aspects were covered.  Jeff asked if there should be a way to flag anything touching other Domains.  Scott said that the Architecture Office was considering putting a Global check box on the templates to handle these situations.  Tannia recommended clearly stating the limits of Imaging for GIT on the Boundary Limit Statement of the GIT Discipline Template.

Standards Organizations / State Contracts

Barb brought a list of existing State contracts from which Tim selected those applicable to the Information Domain.  Arnold volunteered to find out about any State contracts specifically for GIT.

Addition of DBA(s)
· Tim stated that, once the DBA(s) start attending the meetings, they should stay and not start-and-stop.  He recommended finding the GIT-specific areas, working out a timeline for those areas, and then completing the GIT-specific work.  In the meantime, the Architecture Office could identify and notify the DBA(s) so they could come on board at the right time.  Scott concurred that this was a good approach.

· Tannia suggested that, once the individual(s) are identified, they begin receiving the Agendas, Minutes, etc. to give them a head start.  Tim replied that he planned to put the Domain Committee’s work products on the GIS Advisory Committee’s web site.  Scott pointed out that this would be a dual approach, as he planned to publish Agendas and Minutes to the OA web site, too.  It was agreed that works in progress would not be published until approved by the ARC.

· Karla recommended that the DBA(s) be selected in time to attend the training that will be given before the next two Domains kick off (which will be sometime in June).

Communications and Updates

Communications from the Architecture Office

· Scott reported that the Architecture Office is planning to publish a newsletter based upon the ongoing Domain Committees’ work and summarizing the EA processes.  While initially targeting IT organizations like ITAB and the GIS Advisory Committee, it would eventually go to selected business leaders, legislators and executives.

Communications from the Domain Committee Chair

· Tim reported that he and Scott had met with Gerry Wethington and that Gerry wanted to see the Committees focus on tying this work with the citizenry.  Gerry wants a “little ‘s’” approach (i.e. state versus State) and sees three pieces: Technology, Business, and Information.  The state should use the Technology to mine for the Information that is needed for the Business.  They discussed internal versus external;  Gerry wants to get the work to the local level so that the citizens can see the benefits.

General Discussion

· Jeff Schloss questioned the meaning of the relationship with SMP1.  Tim explained that it was based upon the description given in the manual about being able to manage software centrally.  Jeff agreed to think about it.

· Jeff also suggested that data capture should be included for DMP2.  It was agreed to add “capture” to the existing definition of the relationship, i.e. “Information capture, delivery and access; standardization”.

· Tannia stressed that everyone should give a hard look at the Domain Template so that it could be voted on by the Committee at the next meeting.  She recommended sending out an initial version of the template, incorporating feedback, then sending out the modified version before the next meeting.  (See Domain Template 06-04-2003)

· Karla suggested putting a draft date on each template so that, when multiple versions are sent out, it won’t get too confusing and we’d know which is the most current version.
