Reviewed Action Items

Action Items from 06/11/2003

Tannia noted that all of the previous week’s action items dealt with research on products and vendors for Technology Areas.  Therefore, she recommended tabling those discussions until each Technology Area was reviewed.

GIT Glossary, GPS Matrix (from 06/04/2003)

Tim had sent the GIT Glossary to Karla, who will distribute it with this week’s materials.  Tim had hard copies of the GPS Matrix of Vendors & Products; he will either distribute hard copies or will scan and distribute electronic copies.

Timeline (from 06/04/2003)

Due to scheduling conflicts, Tim, Karla and Tannia had been unable to meet to work on a timeline to best utilize the NSR resources.  A meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, 06/24 at the University of Missouri – Columbia, time to be determined.

Mark Duewell’s E-mail Address
Mark confirmed that he had received this week’s Agenda, Minutes, etc.  Mark also reported that Phyllis Singer (who had volunteered to forward the materials to Mark for the last two weeks) had been taken seriously ill.

Addition of DBA(s)
Karla reported a conversation with Scott in which he indicated that Gerry Wethington wanted to add the DBAs to the team “sooner rather than later”.  Scott had said that the candidate nominated by Jeff Schloss had been contacted, but that he needed to get a name from Arnold for the DBA from MoDOT.  Scott also said that the Infrastructure and Integration domains probably would not kick off in June, which meant that the Education Sessions would probably not be offered again until early July.

Communications and Updates

Communications from the Domain Committee Chair

Tim reported on his trip to the east coast, in which he made contact with MAGIC, NASCIO and NSGIC.  Tim reported that $350 million had been obtained to pursue development of GeoSpatial within the national Enterprise Architecture.  He said that the tie to the Federal Enterprise Architecture would be done by NASCIO; NASCIO would also integrate what Missouri is doing within the Federal architecture.  Tim also said that we might not have to do all of the work in every Technology Area; for example, NASA would work up the satellite systems and we might utilize their work products.

Communications from the Domain Committee Members

· Jeff Schloss asked about paying for membership on the Domain Committee.  Barb stated that Scott was working on the billing at that very moment.  Tim added that each agency would be billed in the next fiscal year unless they explicitly tell Scott that they want billing in the current fiscal year.

· Tannia stated that we are pushing to complete the Domain and Discipline templates in order to send that “packet” to the Architecture Review Committee.  This means we may have to do some work via e-mail messages.  Therefore, Tannia recommended sending out those materials with a flag in the Subject line of either “Review” (read and be prepared to discuss at the next meeting) or “Action” (a response is needed ASAP) or “FYI” (general info).

· Tony and Tim would be conducting the GIT Ramp-up Session immediately following the regular committee meeting and lunch.  Barb, Tannia and Karla indicated that they planned to attend and that Scott also had said he would be there.

· All Committee members who were present indicated that they plan to attend next week’s meeting.
