Old Business 
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Reviewed 06/18/2003 Minutes

Minutes reviewed and accepted with the following modification:

Page 2, “Communications from the Domain Committee Chair”

Reviewed Action Items

Prioritization of Technology Areas

Tim had distributed a listing of the GIT Technology Areas.  In this listing, “Analog-to-digital data capture systems” and “Data / information layers” had been added to the Technology Areas identified during the working sessions.  Six of eight Committee members responded.  Based upon these responses, the top 5 Technology Areas were (1) GIS, (2) & (3) tie between IMS and GPS, (4) GIT Metadata, and (5) Data / information layers.

Finalization of Domain and GIT Discipline Templates

The Information Domain and GIT Discipline templates had been distributed for review.  The Committee had been informed via e-mail that there would be at least one more meeting to finalize these documents.

Timeline
Tim, Tannia and Karla met Tuesday, June 24th to determine the timeline for maximum utilization of NSR resources.  Originally, the schedule was based upon 3 weeks on and 1 week off, resulting in NSR staff being involved until December 19th.  Based upon weekly meetings, and taking into account no meeting on July 16th, the projected NSR staff involvement will end November 5th.  This covered 18 more working sessions over the next 19 weeks.  The roles of Facilitator and Scribe will be transitioned to Committee members; these persons will be identified and the transition will begin in early October.  As soon as the Technology Area teams are formed, Tannia will develop and distribute a calendar of projected work efforts as a separate attachment.

Communications and Updates

Communications from the Architecture Office

Barb reported that Scott was currently at the ITAB meeting and that Scott had requested that an ARC meeting be scheduled, possibly to occur during the second week of July.

Communications from the Domain Committee Chair

Tim recapped the process used to prioritize the Technology Areas.  He stated that GIS was by far ranked number one.  He felt that there would be issues with applicability and compliance for GPS.  Tim stated that they should already have a good handle on GIT Metadata.  Tim hoped to utilize the I-Teams for the Data / Information Layers; he would go through the GIS Advisory Committee.  This work would be done at the framework level; they would also set up the compliance layers.  Tim believed that the top five Technology Areas could be worked on in parallel and that each area would need someone to “own” it and build a team.  Subject Matter Experts (SMEs) could be recruited; Tannia and Karla would be assigned to teams as contacts for Template questions.  Group discussion and volunteering yielded the following result:
