Content Standard for Digital Geospatial Metadata

Description
The Federal Geographic Data Committee (FGDC) content standard for digital geospatial metadata establishes a common framework for communicating information about geospatial data sets.  Geospatial metadata provide a wealth of information about geographic or spatial data, making it much easier to obtain, understand, and use them.  Metadata that comply with this standard include information about the following:

· Identification, including the originators of the data set, the status and currentness of the data, and constraints on data access and use

· Data quality, including sources used and processes applied to compiling the data set

· Spatial data organization, including the number of features and the type of geometry used to represent them

· Spatial reference, including  horizontal and vertical coordinate systems and datums

· Entities and attributes, including ranges of values and desciptions of their meanings

· Distribution, including who to contact and how to to acquire the data 

· Metadata reference, including contact information for the person or organization that compiled the metadata, as well as the standards to which it complies

Rationale
All federal government agencies are required to the extent practicable to provide geospatial metadata that conform to this standard.  Missouri along with many local governments and other states has adopted the FGDC metadata standard or adopted a modified version of it.  This helps to facilitate the exchange of geospatial data and to provide the information necessary to search for, assess, understand, and use geospatial data.  

Benefits
Geospatial metadata provide a common set of terminology and definitions for the documentation of digital geospatial data.  Since nearly all state and federal geospatial data and metadata are publicly available, the private sector as well as citizens can leverage the investments made in collecting and documenting the information to improve their quality of life through the decision support that geospatial information provides.
