Current MGISAC By-Laws 4.1.2

“State” Members

Each department of the Executive, Legislative, and Judicial Branches and each elected office as defined by Missouri State Constitution and Statutes may be represented on MGISAC as a “state” member.  “State” members will have voting privileges and will be limited to one member per department or elected office.  

Current ITAB By-Laws Membership Section

The representatives of any of the three branches of state government or statewide elected officials that provide oversight and management of an operational IT environment in the State of Missouri are eligible for ITAB membership.
Proposal #1

“State” Members

The representatives of any of the three branches of state government or statewide elected officials that provide oversight and management of an operational GIS environment in the State of Missouri are eligible for MGISAC membership as a "State" member.  “State” members will have voting privileges.
Proposal #2

“State” Members

Each department, agency or elected official with a representative on ITAB will be allowed to have one representative on MGISAC.  “State” members will have voting privileges.
