Approval process for Missouri GIS Standards

Since the addressing standard that was posted for public review and comment at MSDIS did not generate any public response, the Standards subcommittee would like to create a web page describing the status of proposed standards, and would like to distribute a notice to all potentially interested parties that informs them of the existence of the web page and of the proposed standards development and review process described below.  This notification would be sent one time and would be distributed as widely as possible among Missouri's GIS community to alert them to this ongoing process and to describe the mechanisms for their participation.
Step 1: MGISAC Standards subcommittee develops or adopts standard.

Step 2: Standards subcommittee distributes standard to MGISAC members for a review and comment period of at least 30 days.

Step 3: Comments are addressed at the next regularly scheduled MGISAC meeting and a vote is taken to determine if the standard can be released for public review (proceed to step 4) or if it needs further revision by the subcommittee (return to step 1).

Step 4: Standard released for a public review and comment period of at least 45 days.
Step 5: Once the public comment period has ended, the subcommittee will have a maximum of 90 days to address public comments and to determine if the standard requires modification (return to step 1) or if the standard can be forwarded to the MGISAC along with public comments and responses to those comments for final approval.  The MGISAC will have 30 days to review all relevant materials before a vote is taken at the next regularly scheduled MGISAC meeting.

Step 7: MGISAC votes to approve standard or to reject it and provide the Standards subcommittee with their recommendations for further action.

Step 8: Any party that wants to revise an approved State standard must provide the proposed revision to the Standards subcommittee Chair in writing. The standards subcommittee will have a maximum of 60 days to review the proposed revision and to make a recommendation to the MGISAC regarding further action.  The standards subcommittee will have an additional 30 days to advise the party requesting the revision of the status of the revision.

Step 9: MGISAC forwards recommendation to the Office of Information Technology
